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Asian Countries in Pictures and Words

Competition Rules

The Educational Action Pilot Programme Asian Countries in Pictures and Words, recognized by the Pedagogical
Department of the Agency for 2013-2014, has been a Regional Project since 2014-2015.

Article 1.

The fourth Asian Countries in Pictures and Words, a competition requiring photographs and text is open in the
Asia Pacific Region with the theme Faces and Emotions. This theme encourages participants to take photos of
the faces of the local population and also to express their opinion in writing.

Article 2.

The competition is open to students in CM1/Year 6 to Terminale/Year 13 as an individual or a class project.
Article 3.

The final work must include the following elements:

e Aphoto shot. Raw image file format is recommended (the best quality for enlargement)

e A caption and written description of a minimum 4 lines and a maximum 8 lines (font size 14) in the
language of the host country: reasons for selecting the print, impressions, emotions and stories. This
length does not include the French translation.

The final works will be selected in light of the following criteria: appropriateness of the theme and print, a
description of no longer than eight lines in the host country language and translated into French and a
description which clearly explains the author’s selection.
Article 4.
Two big moments:

e School selection: each school will send a maximum of three submissions

The schools must submit the work of their finalists before 30 March 2017.

All of the competing works will be exhibited in a public Virtual Gallery on the 'AEFE Asia-Pacific website.



e Final Selection: the choice of the work which will win the fourth Asian Countries’ trophy for its school.
The final will take place at the end of May (date to be confirmed) at the French International School in
Hong Kong under the Chairmanship of Mr Valery, Delegated Coordinator of the AEFE Management-
Asia Pacific.

Article 5.
The result will be announced in the presence of the photographers, the Asia-Pacific coordinator, a member of
the FIS HK management team, a representative of the French Consulate in Hong Kong and the Project

organisers.

1. First Prize: A large reproduction of the winning work in the submitting School (with the name of the
competition and the AEFE logo) and a CANON S120 camera.

2. Second Prize: A Samsung 7 tablet
3. Third Prize: Photography books
Article 6.

Every school wanting to compete must enrol before the 19 December 2016 by sending an email to
territoires.asie@lfis.edu.hk.

Article 7.

The work selected by the jury will be named on the “Asian Countries” trophy. The trophy will show the winning
work and will detail the winner and the winner’s school. This new trophy will also list the name of the previous
year’s winner.

Article 8.

The results will be available to consult on the AEFE Asia-Pacific website; they will also be announced to all the
participating schools and a video of the winners will be shown.

Article 9.

An AEFE Project requires a financial input which contributes to the success of the project. The participation fee
is fixed at 100 euros based on last year’s budget and this will be given to the organising school on receipt of
their invoice.
